
The 8th of January 2008 the Swedish band Marina Siertis release their second
album ”The Much Needed Second Cold War” on the label Shadowplay Music.
The music of Marina Siertis can be described
as a dark blend of Depeche Mode, The Cure
and Radiohead. A well-polished sound
dominated by melancholic and atmospheric
surroundings.

Marina Siertis is Martin Löfgren on vocals, André Öberg on keyboard and spoken words, and
Martin Fridegren on guitar and keyboard. The band has performed frequently in Sweden and
abroad on clubs and festivals. A few examples are in New York, Prague, Stockholm, Los
Angeles, Seattle, and Malmö.
